8. Acorns and salmon were the two main foods in the Hupa diet.
9. The Hupa environment had mountains, rivers and forests, and it was cool and rainy.

10. The leaders of the Hupa were the families that had the most wealth.

11.  The Chumash caught fish, mussels, and other seafood.

12. The Chumash environment included the ocean coast, sandy beaches, and a sunny climate.

13.  Hupa homes needed to be sturdier than Chumash homes because the northwest climate was cooler and rainier than the climate around Santa Barbara.

14.  Similarities between the Hupa and the Chumash:

-importance of fish

-trading with their neighbors

15.  Differences between the Hupa and the Chumash:

-Chumash used light plank boats; Hupa used heavy dugout boats

-Chumash made homes with frames and grasses; Hupa used wood planks

16.  The acorn harvest was so important that many California Native Americans used the even to mark the beginning of each year.

17. The Miwok made soup, mush, biscuits, and bread out of acorns.

18.  A granary is a building used for storing food.
19.  The Cahuilla grew corn, squash, beans, and melon.

20.  The Shaman was a religious leader and healer.

21.   A harvest is a gathering of a crop or resource.

22.  Tule is a type of reed that can be used to build houses and boats.

23.  Every year the Miwok set fires to help create more fertile soil.
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
