1. Jose de Galvez was a Spaniard who decided that Spain should settle California.
2. The Spanish decided to build settlements in California for three reasons: 

a) to convert the Native Americans

b) to obtain riches

c) to keep out the Russians and English
3. Junipero Serra founded missions at the bays of San Diego and Monterey.
4. The first mission founded in California was in San Diego.

5. Junipero Serra believed that it was his duty to save Native Americans by converting them to Christianity.

6. Father Fermin Lasuen founded nine missions after Junipero Serra died.

7. To convert means to change a person’s religious beliefs.

8. A person who teaches religious beliefs to others who have different beliefs is a missionary.

9. The three types of Spanish settlements in California were the missions, pueblos, and presidios.
10. A mission is a religious settlement.

11. Pueblos were farming towns.

12. Presidios were Spanish forts where soldiers lived.

13. Presidios were built to protect the missions.

14. Pueblos were built to provide food for the presidios.
15. A frontier is the edge of an area that a group of people have settled.

16. Adobe is a brick made from clay and straw that has been dried in the sun.

17. The pueblo, Los Angeles, grew into California’s largest city.

18. A plaza is a square park.

19. A monjerio was a mission building where girls lived apart from their families.
20. At the missions, Native Americans had a new way of life:

-there was no freedom of movement

-all of the rules were made by the padres

-the days were spent in jobs such as farming and building

-there were rigid regulations, which were enforced by severe punishment

21. Some people revolted against the harsh treatment at the missions.

22. To revolt means to resist with violence.

23. The alcalde was the mayor and judge of a pueblo.
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The Europeans brought new diseases to North America, resulting in the death of thousands of Native Americans, because they lacked the immunities necessary to protect them against these diseases.
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
